RECORD BREAKING PERFORMANCES AT
NATIONAL COLLEGIATE ATHLETIC ASSOCIATION
(NCAA) MEETS, USA

RF athletes delivered an impressive run of
performances across the US indoor circuit,
setting new Indian indoor national records
in both long jump and shot put.

At the Tyson Invitational 2026 (14th –15th  February
2026), Lokesh Sathyanathan rewrote the Indian
indoor long jump record twice, leaping 7.99m and
then 8.01m to surpass the previous mark of 7.97m
set by Jeswin Aldrin in 2023.

Krishna Jayasankar reset the Indian indoor national
record in women’s shot put three times within
a month, throwing 16.63 m at the New Mexico Team
Open 2026, 16.83 m at the Don Kirby Elite 
nvitational 2026, and most recently 17.09 m at the
Mountain West Indoor Track and Field Championships
on 28 February, highlighting her strong run of form
during the NCAA indoor season.

These record-breaking efforts reflect strong
early-season form and positive momentum
heading into the main competitive calendar.
