








RFDL STRENGTHENS THE PATHWAY FOR
INDIA'S NEXT GENERATION OF FOOTBALLERS

The fifth edition of the Reliance Foundation Development League (RFDL) Regional Qualifiers
concluded successfully across nine key talent hotspots, including Goa, Mumbai, Kerala, South, North,
Imphal, Jamshedpur, Meghalaya—Mizoram, and Kolkata. The qualifying phase saw 135 matches
played, featuring 54 teams and over 1,500 young players from across the country, highlighting the
depth and reach of India’s emerging football talent.

The competition has now progressed to the Zonal Group Stage, which is currently underway. A total of
24 teams that topped their respective regional qualifiers have advanced to this phase. With 60
matches scheduled, teams will compete for a place in the National Group Stage, continuing RFDL's
role in providing a structured, high-quality pathway for elite youth development in Indian football.

CONTINUES STRONG MOMENTUM ON AND OFF THE PITCH

January marked another positive chapter for Reliance Foundation Young Champs
(RFYC), highlighted by strong performances and continued progress on and off the pitch.

The month'’s key achievement came from the Under-19 team, who completed an unbeaten run in the
RFDL Regional Rounds to secure qualification for the RFDL Zonal Round. Their consistency and
collective discipline throughout the regional phase underlined the progress within the group. The
team will now compete against leading sides from Mumbai and Goa for a place in the RFDL National
Group Stages.

Competitive action also continued across the academy, with the AIFF Sub-Junior League, AIFF Junior
League, and Youth League running in full swing, providing valuable match exposure across age
groups.

Off the pitch, the academy successfully hosted its first AIFF D Licence Coaching Course at RCP, with 8
academy alumni participating and four U-19 players enrolled through the Aftercare programme,
reinforcing RFYC’'s commitment to holistic development.
